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Dear supporting pastors and churches, 

In the past six months, more than 14,000 students have registered, and nearly 4,000 have completed at least 
one lesson. Our reach now extends to 182 countries, with only 18 left to go! We’re also happy to celebrate 
28 graduates from 14 different nations. To better serve students and missionaries, we are developing a 
proximity map. This tool should allow missionaries to identify GBBC students near them and help pastors 
locate potential contacts close to their missionaries. With this resource, we’ll be able to connect students 
with those already serving in the field, helping with both discipleship and outreach opportunities. 

GBBC students in the Netherlands hosted a one-day missions conference on September 20. The theme 
came from Nehemiah 2:18, “… Let us rise up and build...” Bro. Lang spoke to encourage the believers in 
evangelism, discipleship, and church planting. This gathering was more than a single event. It’s a pilot 
project that may become a model that can be reproduced in other countries. We ask you to please pray for 
other future meetings and for the students to take the initiative. We will share a link to a video testimony in 
our next letter.
